A game for the whole class, or small groups

Alternatively, we suggest the students make their own Bingo card on a paper grid, by selecting six of the answers to the clues. The Facilitator then reads the random clues, and the students cover or cross off the answers they have on their game board.
BINGO CLUES
Fox: I’m Australia’s no. 1 predator and I threaten the long term survival of your native animals.

Cat: I’m an opportunistic predator that preys on small animals. I’m not just a cute house pet.

Food: We include insects, larvae, tadpoles, small crustaceans, and aquatic earthworms. We are delicious and nutritious for the tortoise.

Perth Zoo: We help to conserve native animals. We established the Western Swamp Tortoise Captive Breeding Program in 1960.

Goanna: I dig for food that may include Tortoise eggs. I need the sun for heat and I use my tongue to find food.

Drought: I am a long dry period and do not have enough water for everyone’s needs.

Aestivation tunnel: The Tortoise sleeps in us during summer to hide from the heat and predators. 

Pollution: I am made up of fertilizers, oils, garden clippings and other rubbish and I find my way into the tortoise’s habitat.
Fire: I can be man-made or natural. I spread fast and can be destructive.

Wetland: I am a home for tortoises. The winter rains brings life to me.
Vegetation: I protect and shelter the tortoise and grow in the soil of the Reserves.
Volunteers: We are unpaid helpers who work to improve the habitat for the Western Swamp Tortoises.
Fence: I keep out unwanted visitors; I can be electric and am usually made of wire.

Sun: I’m especially dangerous in the summer as I cause things to dry out.

Baiting: I’m poison to unwanted predators. I may be hidden in meat and am usually made from a poison pea plant which is harmless to native animals.
